FASTING AND ABSTINENCE REGULATIONS FOR THE GREAT FAST 2010 - FASTING

Fast and Abstinence from Meat and Dairy Products:
First Monday of the Great Fast February 15 and Good Friday April 2. This is obligatory for those between the
ages of 14 and 59.

Abstinence from Meat:
All Fridays of the Great Fast and Holy Saturday April 3. This is obligatory for those between the ages of 14 and
59. The Wednesdays of the Great Fast are recommended but not obligatory. Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday
and Thursday of Holy Week are customary but not obligatory.
