TODAY WE CELEBRATE THE FEAST OF THE PATRONAGE OF THE MOTHER OF GOD 
 The feast day celebrates the appearance of the Mother of God at Blachernae (Vlaherna) in the tenth 

century. The Theotokos approached the center of the church, knelt down and remained in prayer for a long time. 

Her face was drowned in tears. Then she took her veil off and spread it over the people as a sign of protection. 

During the time, the people in the city were threatened by a barbarian invasion. The intercession of the 

Theotokos was needed for the protection of the people of Constantinople when a large fleet of the pagan Rus, 

led by Askole and Dir, was threatening Constantinople. The invading fleet was defeated and the event 

remembered. Strangely, the feast came to be considered a very important feast by the Slavic Churches but not by 

the Greeks.
